Amendment to Jubilee Bylaws

By-Laws Amendment

Revisions to the by-laws are underlined and bolded

In Article III, Section 1. POWERS. The primary responsibility for the direction and management of the affairs of the Jubilee USA Network and the disposal of its property and funds shall be vested in the Coordinating Committee.  The membership of the Coordinating Committee shall not number fewer than ten (10) nor more than twenty (20).   
In Article III, Section 3. NUMBER, TENURE AND ELECTION. The members of the Coordinating Committee shall be divided into three classes of as nearly equal number as possible, with the membership of the respective classes expiring in succeeding years.  Subject to the preceding sentence, each Coordinating Committee member shall be elected by the vote of a majority of Members at an annual meeting of the Network Council for a term of three (3) years.  In any event, each Coordinating Committee member shall continue in office until the election of his/her successor, or until his/her earlier death, incapacity, resignation or removal.  No member may serve on the Coordinating Committee for more that three full consecutive terms.  Prior to the annual meeting of Network Council, the Nominating Committee shall present a slate of Coordinating Committee members for election that year to the Members entitled to vote thereon.  “To provide for adequate representation, the Coordinating Committee may appoint additional members as needed skills or representation are identified. The total number of appointed members shall not exceed two (2) four (4) at any time. The term of an appointed member shall be for two (2) years. No appointed member may serve on the Coordinating Committee for more than two (2) consecutive terms.” To stand for election to the Coordinating Committee at an annual Network Council Meeting, candidates must be affiliated with Network Council member organizations, either as staff or a volunteer.  The additional members that the Coordinating Committee appoints need not be affiliated with Network Council member organizations.
