Why: Dozens of countries continue to struggle in the chains of debt, diverting precious resources from education, health care, and clean water to pay back often illegitimate debts. We need to build on the successes of the past and expand debt cancellation for the poorest countries and create new rules for fair lending and borrowing, so countries don’t get back into debt or have to pay bad loans. Debt cancellation is critical to reach the Millennium Development Goals by 2015.
