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In peace, solidarity and gratitude, let us pray: For those who provided our food and brought it to our table, we thank You, Holy One. May we use the energy received from this food to build the world based on justice and right relationships. 

For David, and for all who fasted with us over these past 40 days, we thank you compassionate God. May their fidelity and sacrifice be a source of strength and inspiration for us and for the decision-makers with whom they’ll meet.

For the solidarity among us, and the conversation we’ve been privileged to share this morning, we thank you God of life. May we always be mindful of our solidarity with sisters and brothers who suffer injustice throughout our world. And may we be faithful and effective advocates for those whose voices are not heard often enough in the corridors of power.

God of all, as we leave this breakfast gathering, we pray that your love, experienced anew through both food and relationship, will renew us, strengthen us, and open us to your transforming grace. Make of us a Jubilee people and a Jubilee presence as we leave this place to continue the work you so graciously entrusted to us. With grateful hearts, let all God’s people say, “Amen.”
