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WAYS FOR ADVOCACY ORGRANIZATIONS TO GET ACTIVE DURING THE “CANCEL DEBT FAST!” 
Ways Your Advocacy Organization Can Participate in the Cancel Debt Fast…
1. Register for the Fast online (www.canceldebtfast.org) or by mail:  This not only helps us keep you up-to-date with new and action opportunities, it also helps us more efficiently and effectively target our outreach activities.  Please take 2 minutes to register today.
2. Mobilize your own staff to fast together on the first day of the fast – September 6:  Our goal is to get the staff of all participating organizations to fast (in some form) on Day 1 of the fast.  The story of this participation will be key by-line to our media release for the kick-off of the fast.  It also sets a great example for the members of your organization network to engage in the fast.

3. Organize a “Collection of Plates”: We want to send a clear message to Congress: “We’re hungry for debt cancellation!”  So we are asking all of our grassroots activists to write a message to their Members of Congress on paper plates.  Imagine your members of Congress receiving thousands of empty paper plates with this message – this is powerful and compelling way to make our voices heard!  Get creative: decorate the plates or make it a fun group activity.  See the attached sheet for instructions on holding a successful Collection of Plates in your community.
4. Hold a teach-in at your coummunity: It’s easy to hold a teach-in on debt cancellation or issues of international poverty.  Be creative: show a film, bring a local speaker, or host an international poetry reading.  Check out our website (www.canceldebtfast.org) for a list of books and films about debt issues. 5. Contact your Members of Congress, or schedule a face-to-face meeting during the August recess:  Meeting your members of Congress face-to-face is one of the most effective things you can do to build support for the Jubilee Act.  Visit the Jubilee website or contact kristin@jubileeusa.org for details on how to schedule a meeting.  NOTE: Contact your members of Congress as soon as possible to ensure that you get spot on their schedules.
6. Help organize a theme day during the fast:  Pick a specific day and mobilize your network to take action in some way. Pick a theme that will help bring members of your network together for collective action.  There are two ways to do this:

· Focus on your specific community – e.g. Episcopalians for Debt Cancellation

· Focus on a specific issue that is important to you related to debt – e.g. Debt & Haiti

7. Submit Letters-to-the-Editor and Op-eds to local papers: Writing to your local papers is an effective and fun way to raise awareness about the Cancel Debt Fast and the Jubilee Act.  These letters and op-eds are read not only by citizens in your community, but they are also carefully read every day by your members of Congress.  Sample LTEs and Op-eds will be available online soon or you can contact monet@jubileeusa.org for help.
8. Send us pictures, videos or poetry from your fast actions for our website: We want to help the members of Congress and the general public to see the diverse “faces of the fast.”  Please send us pictures and videos of what you and your local community are doing so we can share them on our website or during visits to Capitol Hill.  You can also participate in the Poetry Project.  Send us an original poem about your fast or about issues of debt.  Selected participants will be invited to Washington, DC to read share their poems during the Week of Action (Oct 16-18). 
9. Mobilize your community to participate in the National Call on Congress Day on October 15:  On Day 40 of the fast we will end with a mass call-in day to Congress urging support for the Jubilee Act.  We encourage all supporters (whether they have fasted or not) to call on this day to set the stage for our Jubilee Leadership Break-fast and Lobby Day on October 16-17.  We will be sending updates on how to promote and participate in this activity.
10. Join us in DC for the Week of Action on Oct 16-17: We invite you to join us in Washington DC for a Week of Action at the end the Cancel Debt Fast.  On October 16 Jubilee advocates from around the world will meet for a prayer breakfast on Capitol Hill, featuring the Archbishop of Cape Town Njongonkulu Ndungane.  October 17 will be the Jubilee USA Lobby Day on debt cancellation.  This event is scheduled to coincide with Global White Band Day: An International Day of Action to Eradicate Poverty.
